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Learn these well for the first exam.  Know the meaning of the prefixes and the roots, and for the suffixes, know the part of speech it indicates (noun/verb/adjective/adverb), as well as at least 3 example words that have the same prefix/root/suffix in them.  Choose example words where you can see the meaning of the prefix/root/suffix clearly.  If you aren't sure, look them up in an online dictionary or ask someone.  http://www.etymonline.com is a good website for checking the parts of words.
