· Be able to summarize the main points of each story.

· Think about your own opinions and experiences relative to the ideas in each story.

· To prepare, re-read and make up some practice questions about the story.

You should know the key vocabulary from the lists on pp. 139 & 167.  

· Be able to write a sentence, a definition, or correctly complete a sentence with these words.
You should know the prefixes, roots and suffixes from the handout (meaning and example words) – handout #3 this time.

You should study The Pearl, pp. 46-62 only (Part Four only).  
· Know the setting, the characters, and the main events in the plot up to p. 62.

· Know the most important vocabulary to describe the setting, characters and plot correctly.

· To prepare, re-read and make up some practice questions about the story.
You will have a new reading that you have not seen before (but with similar ideas and topics to what we have studied).
· Guess vocabulary using many different methods.

· Answer questions about facts, assumptions or opinions (easy questions!).

· Explain the main idea of a paragraph in one or two sentences in your own words.

· Write a short summary of the story in your own words.


(  No notes or textbooks allowed.  If you need to use something from the story, I will give you a copy of the sections you need.

( English-English dictionaries are allowed during the test (not bilingual or translating dictionaries).  Don’t forget to bring yours!!!  

( There may be a small vocabulary quiz as part of the test – for that part, no dictionaries are allowed.
